This 

enables educational bodies such as LEAs, schools, early education settings and those who help them 

make effective decisions regarding children with SEND. This policy is written in the light of this new 

legislation.  

We strive to give all children a quality experience where they are helped to learn, achieve and participate 

fully in the life of the school. At Blue Coat Primary School, we provide the best possible primary 

education in a stimulating and creative environment. We expect all children in our school to reach age-

related levels, in line with national and local expectations, as a minimum, and ensure that barriers to 

learning are removed so that every pupil reaches their full potential. Children educated at Blue Coat are 

open-minded, committed and confident. We encourage a positive partnership between pupils, home, 

school and the wider community. The Government's SEN Strategy Removing Barriers to Achievement 

describes:

Our school provides a broad and balanced curriculum for all children. New requirements for the National 

Curriculum were introduced for September 2014 and this is our starting point for planning that meets 

the specific needs of individuals and groups of children. When planning, teachers set suitable learning

that mean they have special needs and require particular action and attention by the school. The focus 

will be on understanding the goals of children and how to help them achieve their aspirations.  

The requirements set out in this policy are likely to arise as a consequence of a child having a special 

educational or medical or physical need (disabled). Teachers take account of these requirements and 

make particular provision, where necessary, to support individuals or groups of children and thus enable 

them to participate effectively in curriculum so that they can reach their full potential. Such children 
may need additional or different help from that given to other children of the same age.   

Children may have special educational needs either throughout or at any particular time during their 

school career. This policy ensures that curriculum planning and assessment for children with SEND takes 

account of the type and extent of the difficulty experienced by the child and pays special consideration 
to the outcomes that they are working towards.  

The Equality Act identifies the fact that some pupils with disabilities may have learning difficulties that 

call for special educational provision. However, not all children defined as disabled will require this 

provision. A child with asthma or diabetes, for example, may not have special educational needs, but 
may still have rights under the Equality Act.   
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Additionally, the Children and Families Act 2014 now gives 

greater prominence to children with medical conditions. We will assess each child as required, and 

make the appropriate provision, based on their identified needs.   

Aims of the Policy  

This policy aims to:  

ω enable the school to create an environment that meets the special educational needs of each 

child;   

ω ensure that the special educational needs of children are identified, assessed and provided for;   

ω enable all children to have full access to all elements of the school curriculum;   

ω make clear the expectations of all partners in this process;

The Role of the Governing Body    

  

The Governing Body has due regard to the SEND Code of Practice when carrying out its duties toward 

all pupils with special educational needs. This is reflected in the formulation and ongoing 

implementation of an inclusive, equal opportunities school Admissions policy for those with special 

education needs. (See school Admissions Policy)  

The Governing Body acts so as to secure the necessary provision for any pupil identified as having Special 
Educational Needs. They will consider their strategic approach to meeting SEND in the context of the 

total resources available, including any resources targeted at a particular group, such as pupil 

premium (SEND Code, section 6.97). The Governors ensure that all teachers are aware of the 

importance of providing for these children. The school policy for children with special educational needs 
will be on the School Profile and is reviewed annually.

The head teacher and the Governing Body, who are corporately responsible for the school fulfilling it 

SEND obligations, have delegated the responsibility for the day-to-day implementation of this policy to 

the Special Educational Needs Co-ordinator (SENCo).  
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The Role of the SENCo  

In our school the role of the SENCo is to:   

ω manage the day-to-day operation of the SEND policy;   

ω oversee and carry out the assessment and diagnosis of SEND;

ω oversee the records of all children with special educational needs;

ω monitor and evaluates the special educational needs provision, and report Οto the Governing 

Body;   

ω manage a range of resources, both human and material, to enable appropriate provision to be 

made for children with special educational needs;   

ω contribute to the professional development of all staff.  

  

The Role of the Teaching Staff  

At Blue Coat the Teaching Staff:  

¶ are responsible for the progress of all children in their class, including those with special 
educational needs and disabilities  

¶ are aware of procedures for identifying, assessing and making provision for pupils with  

¶ SEND, and are actively involved in the process;  

¶ responsible for drawing up Pupil Profiles and My Plans in consultation with the SENCO 

¶ work closely with the support staff;  

¶ actively seek to adapt the curriculum to meet the needs of SEND children;  

¶ liaise regularly with the SENCO, parents and outside professionals when needed; x attend multi-

agency meetings and INSET to support knowledge around the diversity of SEND.  

  

The Role of the Support Staff  

At Blue Coat the Support Staff:  

¶ work with the Teaching Staff and Outside Agencies to provide support for children with  

SEND;  

¶ maintain records of the children they work with, and attend reviews and meetings as 

requested  

¶ are aware of procedures for making SEND provision for pupils and are actively involved in the 

process.  

¶ attend training to support knowledge around the diversity of SEND.  
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Educational inclusion  

At Blue Coat CEVA Primary School we aim to offer excellence and opportunity to all of our children, 

whatever their ability or needs. We have high expectations of all our children. We aim to achieve this 

through the removal of barriers to learning and we want all of our children to know that they are a 

valued part of our school community. Through appropriate curricular provision, we respect the fact that 

children:  

ω have different educational and behavioural needs and aspirations;   

ω require different strategies for learning;   

ω acquire, assimilate and communicate information at different rates;   

ω need a range of different teaching approaches and experiences.   

ω have physical or medical needs that may require different support or learning strategies.

Children with special educational needs have learning difficulties that call for special provision to be 

made. All children may have special needs at some time in their lives.   

  

The definition of SEND in the 2014 SEND Code of Practice Children continues to be:  a 
learning difficulty or disability which calls for special educational provision to 
be made for them:  

ω if they have significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of children of the same 

age;Ο  

ω if they have a disability which prevents or hinders them from making use of the educational 

facilities that are provided for other children of the same age.

Many of the children who join us have already been in early education. In many cases children join us 

with their needs already assessed. All children are assessed when they enter our school, so that we can 
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build upon their prior learning. We use this information to 

provide starting points for the development of an appropriate curriculum for all our children.   

  

Assessment and the 0-25 SEND Code of Practice.  

Early identification and assessment of need is vital - by recognising needs and supporting pupils at the

document). We do this using an integrated and graduated approach to assessment and planning. The 

focus will be on understanding the goals of the children and how to help them achieve their 

aspirations. The class teacher informs the parents at the earliest opportunity to alert them to concerns 

and enlist their active help and participation.

observations and assessments will then be undertaken - these can cover reading, comprehension, 
spelling, writing, numeracy, language, social communication and cognitive abilities. The assessment of 

children reflects as far as possible their participation in the whole curriculum of the school. The class 

teacher and the SENCo can break down the assessment into smaller, achievable steps in order to aid 
progress and provide detailed and accurate indicators.

developing the My Plan. They are actively encouraged to share their thoughts and 

ideas, and family resources can contribute to achieving many of the outcomes.  

¶ The SENCo, if not already involved, will become involved if the teacher and parents feel 

that the child would benefit from further support.  

¶ The SENCo monitors the progress of all children with My Plans and attends the review 

meeting when appropriate. These plans will be reviewed regularly - on average 3 times

¶ This can be the same format as an MP but for more complex cases a multi-agency 
assessment format may be used. Whatever format is used the family will experience a 
coordinated and joined up approach.   

¶ A Lead Professional (sometimes the SENCo) will be responsible for co-ordinating the 
different agencies involved and ensuring appropriate levels of support.   

¶ The MP+ format will clearly identify the needs, outcomes, actions and resources 

needed to achieve the agreed outcomes; and identify which outside agency is also 
providing support.

¶ The SENCo monitors the progress and attends all review meetings of children with My 

Plan Plus (MP+).   

¶ These plans will be reviewed regularly - the frequency of which will depend on the

If the child has a significant educational need and requires a higher level of support that may be

a request made for the child to be put forward for a statutory Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP).  

¶ The parents / carers and child must agree on this as a next step.  

¶ My Plan+ format and review of multi-agency involvement will be submitted to the 

multiagency panel at Shire Hall.  

¶ If agreed an EHCP coordinator will work with the parents / carer and child to agree upon 

resourcing the EHCP.  
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¶ The EHCP is reviewed annually in addition to the 
reviews as part of the school system.   

¶ The SENCo monitors the progress and attends all review meetings of children with an EHCP.   

¶ The EHCP will have a Lead Professional who coordinates the support. This person will be the 

one who has most direct involvement in developing the outcomes for the child. This may be 

the SENCo or it may be another professional.  

  

The needs and expected outcomes of the child are considered to be paramount in the whole process. 

The EHCP secures additional resources so that the needs and outcomes as outlined in the EHCP can be 

met.     

When a child is recognised to have special education needs at Pupil Profile, My Plan, My Plan+ or an 

Education, Health and Care Plan are tracked individually both ŀǎ ǇŀǊǘ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ǎŎƘƻƻƭΩǎ {9b5 ǊŜƎƛǎǘŜǊ ŀƴŘ

will receive the appropriate level of support as identified in the assessment process. They are monitored

Monitoring and evaluating the success of the education provided for Pupils with SEND.  

The school, including the Governing Body, is committed to regular and systematic evaluation of the 

effectiveness of its work. In this respect, the SENCo reports to the Governing Body upon the quality of 

education provided for and the achievements of pupils with SEND.  

The school employs a series of methods to gather data for analysis including:  

¶ Regular observation of teaching by the Leadership team, phase and subject leaders.  

¶ Analysis of the attainment and achievement of different groups of pupils with SEND.  

¶ Success rates in respect of My Plan Outcomes.

As a result of the above the school reports annually upon its successes and identifies aspects for future 

development.  

Gifted and Talented

motivation and self-esteem, especially of those who are under-attaining. Teachers recognise children 

who are gifted and talented in terms of their overall academic ability or in various areas of the curriculum 
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(Literacy, Maths, Art, Sport, Music, drama etc). We aim to 

ensure that these children, along with their parents, are fully involved with the opportunities to extend 

ŀƴŘ ŘŜǾŜƭƻǇ ǘƘŜ ŎƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ learning, both in school and outside of it.   

Access to the Curriculum  

All children have an entitlement to a broad and balanced curriculum, which is Οdifferentiated to enable 

them to:   

¶ understand the relevance and purpose of learning activities;   

¶ experience levels of understanding and rates of progress that bring feelings Οof success and 

achievement.   

  

Teachers use a range of strategies to meet the needs of children with SEND. Lessons have clear learning

appropriately; and use assessment to inform the next stage of learning.   

My Plans and Pupil Profiles feature in the provision pathway that we make in school and provide a 
graduated approach that enables the right level of intervention and support to be put in place when 

needed. It is a person centred approach in which the views of parents / carers and young peoples are 

taken into account; and services are planned for and commissioned jointly. They employ a small steps 
approach to progressing through learning levels to achieve outcomes and develop positive learning 

behaviours.  

Pupils with an Education, Health & Care Plan work towards the Outcomes set out on the EHCP, through 

short term outcomes set termly at review meetings and at the Annual Review.   

At Blue Coat we aim to support pupils with special educational needs in a manner that acknowledges 

their entitlement to share the same learning experiences that their peers enjoy, in a whole class 

situation with the support of a teaching assistant or learning mentor when appropriate. At times it may 

be most appropriate for pupils to work outside of the classroom with an adult in a small group or one-
to-one setting. We believe that children learn best in an active way and through opportunities of 

collaboration with their peers.   

The school acknowledges that its practices make a difference. The school and teachers regularly review 

issues related to pupils with SEND to include classroom organisation, teaching styles and methods, 

materials and tasks to determine how these could be improved.  

Accessing the wider curriculum  

In addition to the statutory curriculum the school provides a wide range of additional activities. These 

include a range of musical, creative and sporting activities. Pupils with SEND are actively encouraged 

and supported to join in and benefit from these activities.  

Supporting transition  

When pupils are due to transfer to another phase, planning for this will be started in the year prior to 
the year of transfer. Advance planning in Year 5 will allow appropriate options to be considered. The 
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SENCO will liaise with the SENCO of the secondary school to 

ensure that effective arrangements are in place to support pupils at the time of transfer.  

At the end of each academic year teaching staff meet to  

ensure that key information about children is shared. Class teachers give details of academic 

achievement, learning difficulties, emotional and behavioural needs, extra support provided, health 

issues and areas of strengths for each child in the class. This information is documented for each pupil

professionals is kept in a class SEND file. This information is also kept centrally and electronically.   

When a pupil moves to another school, their records will be transferred to the next school within 15 

days of the pupil ceasing to be registered, as required under the Education Regulations 2000.  

Partnership with Parents/Carers  

We make every attempt to work closely with parents/carers in the support of those children with Special 

Educational Needs. Their inclusion and participation in the decision-making process is paramount and 

we encourage an active partnership through an ongoing dialogue with parents/carers. The involvement 

of any outside intervention is made after clear discussions and with permission from the 
parents/carers. We share the process of decision-making by providing clear information relating to the 

education of SEND children.  

The parents/carers are kept informed of the success of the policy via the review meetings. school 
profile/website. A named Governor takes a particular interest in special needs and liaises with staff.   

We have regular opportunities over the academic year to share the progress of each special needs child 

with their parents/carers. This occurs within our normal school cycle of reporting to parents, whereby, 

in addition to their annual written report, parents will be invited to three extended meetings with 

teachers, teaching assistants and the SENCO, where appropriate, to discuss progress and review the 

ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ My Plan or My Plan+.   

Pupil Participation  

In our school we encourage children to take responsibility and to make decisions. This is part of the 
culture of our school and relates to children of all ages. The work in the Early Years Foundation Stage 

recognises the importance of children developing social as well as educational skills.  

We involve children, at an appropriate level, in setting targets and reviewing their progress in class. 

When relevant, they attend review meetings to make judgments about their own performance against 
their outcomes and support.   

Pupils will be encouraged to participate in the decision-making processes including the setting of 

learning targets and contributing to Pupil profiles and My Plans. This will be achieved through a variety 

of different approaches, appropriate to the age of the child. These include:  

¶ Pupil interviews  

¶ Questionnaires and surveys  

¶ Self-evaluation (pictures, written answers).

¶ Involvement in planning EHCP reviews.  

  

Allocation of Resources  

The LEA provides the school with a budget towards meeting the need of pupils with SEND at My Plan 

and My Plan+. In addition, the school plans and provides for pupils with SEND from their main budget 

and from Pupil Premium. In some cases, the school receives additional funding for pupils with an 

Educational, Health and Care Plan. The Lead professional for an EHCP (who may be the SENCo) will work 

with parents to allocate the Personal Budget so that the child can best meet their outcomes.  

Many children at Blue Coat will have their special educational needs met using school based resources 

which includes best quality first group or individual support from teaching assistants, and the SENCO; or 

from outreach support services such as Advisory Teachers for Communication & Interaction, Cognition 

& Learning, Speech and Language Therapy or the Behaviour Intervention Services. We also liaise with

given is multi-agency. We purchase a service agreement with the Educational Psychology Service to 

support our provision for the more significant SEND children.  

The SENCo is responsible for the operational management of the specified and agreed resourcing for 

special needs provision within the school, including the provision for children with EHCPs. The 
headteacher informs the Governing Body of how the funding allocated to support special educational 

needs has been employed.  

Policy monitoring and review  

Policy and provision is kept under review by regular meetings between the Headteacher and SENCo.  

The Governing Body will review this policy on a yearly cycle.
